In this advanced Dutch language course, students will continue to build their vocabulary 
based on texts dealing with a variety of topics: the history, culture and society of Belgium 
and the Netherlands, current affairs and discussions, and literature and art. Class revolves 
around the reading and discussions of texts, and (newly) featured grammar will be 
discussed along the way. A lot of attention is paid to speaking skills and presentation skills. 
By the end of the semester, students will have developed their fluency in Dutch to the 
level of an advanced speaker. The course is open for students who successfully completed 
Dutch 2 (or have an equivalent level).
